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General Rules

9.

Robots are restricted to a maximum weight of 30 Ib and must not exceed the following
dimensions: 26" x 18" x 18" Expansion to a greater size once combat has begun 1s
permitted.

Robots that expand after each match has begun do not need to be able to return to their
original smaller state by themselves.

Robots must be radio-controlled. Radio antenna, if nonstructural, do not count against
the robot’s size restriction.

All teams (clubs) will receive a radio-controller at a certain frequency from the
Engineering Coordinator if desired. All Coordinator controllers must be returned afier
the event or teams will nsk finaneial penalties.

Batteries are to be used as a source of power. Batteries must be sealed, immobilized-
electrolyte types (such as gel cells, lithium, NiCads, or dry cells). IC engines are not
allowed due to lack of positive ventilation around the arena.

Robots that fly are not permitted

If a team has a questionable design, consult the Engineering Coordinator before
constructing the robot or at any time.

The total cost of the robot is not to exceed $47k). All receipts for the materials used in the
robot’s construction must be made available during inspection. If parts are used that
were not purchased (example, the old pair of 12~ .0ors that have been laying around for as
long as you've been here), these parts’ price must be estimated as closely as possible.
Teams can have more than one robot, but wil! be provided with only controller if desired
from the Engineering Coordinator

-10. The Engineering Coordinator will make all final decisions on any matter.

Inspections
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All entries (robots) are required to pass a safety inspection before competing. All
operating principles must be clearly explained and demonstrated to the judges during this
inspection.

All rohots will he weighed in and the physical dimensions of the robot talren,

All robots must demonstrate controlled linear movement of at least 10 inches in a timed
20-second period.

If any of the above gualifications are not met, the robot will fail inspection and not be
permitted to fight until 1t passes another complete inspection.

Any robot that is modified after weigh-in must get reapproved by the judges before
competing in any further matches. ]

The total cost of each robot will be recorded during inspection. If the receipts are not
clear as to what the item purchased is (example—RBR WL $12) the team is responsible
for writing what that item was used for on the receipt itself. If a piece of sheet metal was
